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The Mobile Food Vending (MFV) License is a photo ID badge that authorizes an individual to handle, prepare, and sell food from a permitted mobile unit. This license is issued to an individual, not a business, and is required for anyone working on a cart, whether they are the owner or an employee.   
Application Process and Requirements
There is no waiting list for the MFV License, meaning any qualified individual can apply at any time. However, the process must be conducted in person at the DCWP Citywide Licensing Center located at 42 Broadway, Manhattan.

Key requirements for the license include:
· Government-Issued Photo ID: A valid driver’s license, passport, or alien registration card.   
· Proof of Home Address: A utility bill, bank statement, or lease dated within the last 90 days.   
· Social Security Number or ITIN: Applicants without an SSN may use an Individual Taxpayer Identification Number.   
· Food Protection Certificate: Evidence of passing the mandatory Food Protection Course for Mobile Vendors.   
· OATH/ECB Clearance: Proof that the applicant does not owe any outstanding fines to the Environmental Control Board for health or administrative code violations.
